Only those students who obtain such mark in
the written exam (Listening+Use of English+Composition) will be entitled to take the oral interview, which is also part of the exam of the subject. In order to
pass the written exam, both Part 1 (Listening+Use of English+Reading) and Part 2 (Composition) must be passed separately. In order to pass the subject as
a whole, both the written and the oral papers must be passed with at least 40% and the final mark be atleast 5/10.
